The  Amnok  River  and  the  Tumen  River  form  the  border  between  North  Korea  and  People's  Republic  of  
China.  A  section  of  the  Tumen  River  in  the  extreme  north-­‐east  is  the  border  with  Russia.  

It  is  a  country  of  vast  and  unexplored  natural  beauties,  a  lovely  and  caring  population  and  a  great  history  
going  back  more  than  5000  years.    Archaeological  evidence  suggests  that  the  Korean  peninsula  has  been  
inhabited  for  over  500,000  years.  Since  the  first  written  records  appeared,  the  Korean  population  
contributed  greatly  to  the  cultural  heritage  of  mankind  with  its  a  highly  sophisticated  tea-­‐culture,  
modern  and  traditional  performing  arts,  music,  arts  &  crafts,  ceramics  and  Opera.  The  DPRK  tends  to  be  
more  traditional  in  following  the  customs  of  the  Korean  Peninsula,  so  if  one  is  really  interested  in  Korea  
how  it  once  was,  the  best  place  to  find  this  is  in  the  Northern  part.    
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The  economy  of  the  DPR  Korea  suffered  significantly  from  the  dissolution  of  the  socialist  bloc  that  
provided  a  market  for  its  industrial  goods  and  was  a  source  of  cheap  and  subsidized  raw  materials  
including  fuel.  Combined  with  widespread  natural  disasters  in  the  mid-­‐1990s  and  limited  interaction  
with  the  world  economy,  this  led  to  a  sharp  economic  downturn  seriously  constraining  the

Following  an  appeal  to  the  international  community  in  1995,  the  DPR  Korea  has  benefited  from  much-­‐
needed  large-­‐scale  humanitarian  relief.    According  to  government  figures,  from  1993  to  1998,  per  capita  
income  declined  from  US$  991  to  US$  457;  the  infant  mortality  rate  increased  from  14  to  24  per  
thousand  live  births  and  the  under-­‐five  mortality  rate  from  27  to  50.    This  increase  in  child  mortality  
resulted  from  acute  food  shortages  combined  with  heightened  morbidity  and  reduced  capacity  of  the  
health  system  to  manage  childhood  illness,  caused  by  a  severe  shortage  of  essential  drugs  and  general  
degradation  of  health  infrastructure  and  water  and  sanitation  systems.    

The  main  causes  of  child  deaths  are  diarrhea  and  acute  respiratory  infections,  with  malnutrition  
presumed  to  underlie  around  half  of  these  deaths.  

Women  have  equal  status  with  men  in  law  but  they  also  shoulder  a  double  burden  of  holding  down  full-­‐
time  employment  and  carrying  all  household  responsibilities.    The  2002  nutrition  assessment  found  that  
32  percent  of  the  mothers  examined  were  malnourished,  an  important  factor  contributing  to  the  
continuing  very  high  level  of  stunting  in  children.    The  maternal  mortality  ratio  was  estimated  to  be  105  
per  100,000  live  births  in  1998  despite  low  fertility  (average  of  2  children  per  family)  and  high  average  
age  of  women  at  marriage  (24-­‐26  years).  

For  the  DPR  Korea  to  exit  from  its  humanitarian  emergency,  extensive  development  cooperation  is  
needed  alongside  the  humanitarian  assistance  that  is  vital  to  assure  the  survival,  growth  and  
development  of  children.    Without  reducing  that  humanitarian  assistance,  more  needs  to  be  done  to  
build  the  capacity  for  development  �t  which  will  also  increase  effectiveness  of  humanitarian  aid.

Pyongyang,  the  capital  and  biggest  city  of  the  country  is  superior  to  the  circumstances  outside  of  the  
capital  city.  Therefore  we  chose  the  South  Pyongan  Pediatric  Hospital  as  the  main  target  of  our  efforts  to  
bring  humanitarian  relief  to  this  hardly  accessible  country.  

The  province  is  bordered  by  �E�}�Œ�š�Z���W�–�Ç�„�v�P���v  and  Chagang  to  the  north,  South  
�,���u�P�Ç�„�v�P  and  �<���v�P�Á�„�v  to  the  east  and  southeast,  and  North  Hwanghaeand  �W�–�Ç�„�v�P�Ç���v�P  to  the  south.  
The  Yellow  Sea  and  Korea  Bay  are  located  to  the  west.  

South  Phyongan  Province  is  a  mountainous  area  with  a  high  concentration  of  coal  mines.  This  hospital  is  
the  provincial-­‐level  complex  institution  for  tens  of  thousands  of  children  that  amounts  almost  half  of  the  
population  from  birth  to  the  age  of  17.  As  of  now,  the  lack  of  investment  for  maintenance  and  the  harsh  
flood  in  2008  negatively  effected  this  hospital,  thus  the  physical  infrastructure  of  the  Hospital  (building,  
water  supply  and  heating  systems)  are  seriously  damaged  .Due  to  the  lack  of  the  medical  equipments,  
medicines  and  medical  consumables,  the  quality  of  the  treatment  is  not  satisfactory,  which  results  in  
high  numbers  of  disabilities  amongst  the  Children.
